Topic: SEP Prep

Abstract: Systems Engineering (SE) is a multidisciplinary approach to designing, developing, and
managing complex systems across their lifecycle. This presentation explores the seven generations of
Systems Engineering, highlighting key methodologies, technological advancements, and future trajectories.
It provides a comparative analysis of these generations, emphasizing the transition from document-based
engineering to Al-driven, autonomous, and selflearning systems. As Systems Engineering evolves, it will
increasingly integrate Generative Al, cognitive digital twins, and post-quantum security architectures,
enabling next-generation intelligent, resilient, and adaptive systems.
